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= Real GDP declined in 51 of the 56 metropolitan areas wholly contained in this region. Downturns
in the durable-goods manufacturing industry restrained the region’s growth. By contrast, growth in
the finance and insurance sector offset further decline in real GDP.

= Kokomo, IN and Elkhart-Goshen, IN contracted the most (-20.0 percent and -18.3 percent,
respectively), driven by the decline in the durable-goods manufacturing sector.

= Growth in real GDP ranged from -20.0 percent to 4.2 percent with the fastest growth occurring
in Bloomington-Normal, IL. Growth in this metropolitan area was driven by finance and
insurance.

= Chicago-Naperville-Joliet, IL-IN-WI, the largest metropolitan area in the region and the third
largest in the nation, contracted (-4.6 percent), driven by declines in durable-goods
manufacturing and construction.

= Detroit-Warren-Livonia, Ml, the second largest metropolitan area in the region, contracted
(-9.0 percent) driven by the decline in durable-goods manufacturing.
